Coates PrimarySchoolfollow the Read Write Inc (RWI) phonics programme, which is
a systematic synthetic approach to phonicsChildren learn the sounds and the letter, or

The Set 1 sounds include rhymes to help the children develop their letter fomation and

the Set 2 and 3 sounds have simple mnemonics to help all children grasp the letter
sound correspondences quickly.Sounds aretaught and consolidated every day. High

frequency words that are not phonically reqular ar e cal |l ed ©6Red
explicitly taught and practised frequently.

Delivery of teaching of phonics

At Coates Primary School,RWI phonics is taught throughout Reception and KS1,and
also as interventions for identified children in KS2using Fresh Start RWI

In KS1 itis delivered as a discrete sessiomhich is taught 4 times a week
Pupils are organised into differentiated groups within the key stage so that
targeted sessions are delivered based on the level the children are working at
1 The phonics session iglelivered as atwo part sessiorwhich consists of

1. 10 minute speed sound session

2. 30 minute book session using a phonically decodable text.
1 All sessions follow the format above and are repetitive in structure and
organisation so that children can focus on learnirg and applying the sounds that
are being covered.

2. Read the sound
